Excerpts from the 2005 Vatican document,
Compendium of the Social Doctrine of the Church

231. The family founded on marriage is truly the sanctuar
of life, “the place in which life — the gift of God — can be

welcomed and protected ..."” Its role in promoting and build-

When couples resist, the government may arrestyfami
members, impose exorbitant fines, or destroy family
homes until they acquiesce. If the mother can hidé
birth, the baby is declared a “black

child,” meaning he does not exist to

the state. As a “non-person,” the

child is refused medical care, barred

from attending school, and will not

be allowed to marry as an adult.

Forced contraception isn't just a

problem for developing nations, however. Dr. John
Bruchalski, an OB/GYN at The Tepeyac Family Cemer
Fairfax, Va., treats dozens of minority women —taip
three per week— who were sterilized with lUDs without
their consent. They discover the device only afesking
treatment for heavy bleeding, pelvic pain, or abitity

to conceive.

A Better Solution

Population control advocates insist the best wagdoce
poverty is to reduce the number of people. Invialdial
cases, this may be true; fewer children may improve
maternal health and enable meager resources to go
further. When a smaller family is desired, howevter,
makes far more sense to offer the moral optioratdinal
family planning (NFP) over contraceptives.

Not only is NFP as effective as modern contracegtiv
but it is virtually free to use and is entirelysafMoney
spent purchasing contraceptives or treating sitbctsf
can instead be used for food, medicine, education,
housing. And unlike sterilization, NFP is complgte
reversible — a feature that would likely be mettwit
enthusiasm by cultures that consider fertility @sbing.

It is also an offense against justice. “Everyanslved
in the production, distribution, sale, and use @inogra-
phy cooperates and, to some degree, makes posile
debasement of others,” Bishop Loverde warned.

The letter also warned of pornography’s
harm to the family and marriage: “Since it
immerses all who are involved in the illu-
sion of a fantasy world, a man’s use of
pornography turns his attention and affec-
tion away from his wife.” Moreover, the
consumerist view of sexuality promoted
by pornography damages women and
makes it difficult for both men and

women to prepare for married fidelity.

Bishop Loverde also rebutted the argument commonly
used to defend pornography, that there are nawsctin
fact, he argued, the pornography industry frequepritys
on the vulnerable, enticing them into dangeroustiein.

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Human Trafficking in Virginia

Human trafficking. The words conjure up horrifying
scenarios of powerlessness and abuse. An estimated
14,000 individuals are trafficked into the U.S.legear.

Many poor women and men are lured by the prosécts
employment, not understanding that organized crime
rings have arranged for their indentured servittitleey
are told they will be nannies and end up withouwtudo
ments, any means of communication, in debt to their
“brokers” and their parents who paid prettily foeir

“job”, and too shamed to divulge coerced prostituti

The diocesan office of Refugee
and Immigration Services (RIS)
helps victims of trafficking when
they are rescued by law enforce-
ment. There may be a bust at a
bar and women taken into custody
tell their story.

The U. S. Dept of Justice offers temporary legatiust
and resettlement assistance if a victim agreesstit
against her trafficker. A day later, a call wid made to
a resettlement agency, asking for assistance wiging
for basic needs and legal assistance. With flittbeey or
time to prepare, RIS must ensure a safety plarsingu
food, clothing, orientation, medical/dental/visicare,
transportation, interpretation/translation, mehtslth,
immigration & legal assistance, and employment.

The victim is traumatized and scared. After depecd
on their trafficker, they are wary of others. THegr
retaliation and worry about their family membersowh
often are known to the trafficker.

Agency staff must be careful that their involvemeaot
be known as they may be in danger. So great paes
taken to ensure the safety of all involved.

The victim should not be socially isolated. Butmfers
of her ethnic community may know the trafficke#s.
delicate balance of social support and protectiastrhe
struck. Homes must be found that will take thesenen
in — ideally where the language is spoken, the phaili
not make long distance calls, and where she camépe
while waiting for authorization to begin work.

Women'’s shelters and host families help RIS invibsk
with trafficking victims. With no information orhe

will be a single person, a few individuals, or agw. The
victims could be from almost any part of the wotlthugh
in Richmond most have been from Central America.

Divorce Is Bad for the Planet

Breaking up is bad for the planet, says
new research. Divorce rates around the
world are rising, with the consequence
of multi-person homes dissolving into
multiple residences that use more land,
water, and energy.

Ecologist Jianguo Liu

concluded that in 2005

divorced households in the

U.S. used 73 billion more
kilowatt-hours of electricity and 627
billion gallons more water than would
have been used if people were married.

“Divorce is an overlooked factor that
needs to be considered,” Liu said.
“Some people need to get divorces,” he
said, but “one way to be more environ-
mentally friendly is to live with others
and that will reduce the impact.”

Efficiency Can Cut Emissions

The U.S. could significantly slash its
greenhouse-gas emissions “at manage-
able costs to the economy,” says a new
study. Assuming no significant change
in consumer lifestyle, researchers did
an in-depth analysis of various options
for reducing GHG emissions.

They concluded that “clean coal” is
expensive and unproven, increasing
renewable energy sources would make
a relatively modest contribution, and
raising efficiency of buildings, appli-
ances, and automobiles would be the
easiest and cheapest way to do the job.

Incentives are needed for builders and
manufacturers to boost efficiency.
Consumers are swayed more by cheap
upfront costs than by products that save
them money down the line.

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Contraceptive Pollution

In 2005 biologists John Woodling and David Norris
carried out a study of fish in Colorado’s Bouldee€k.
What they found was highly disturbing.

TheDenver Postreported that 101 out of
123 randomly captured fish, mostly trout,
were female and only 12 were male.
Another 10 were a strange sexual hybrid
that the researchers could not classify.

Woodling and Norris traced the unnatural feminizatbf
the fish to estrogen, the female hormone, that thegd

in Boulder Creek. The concentrations of estrogerew
not large; in fact, they were barely measurablet tiiey
had a catastrophic impact on the fish populati@neth

After further study Woodling and Norris concludéet
the estrogen is coming from human sources, prignaril
birth-control pills and devices. These work byrséing
massive doses of female hormones into a woman'’s
bloodstream to suppress her natural reproductiytimtn

These hormones are not metabolized, but are exdrete
urine. Local water-treatment plants are not eqetipjo
deal with hormones, so the “purified” water relehseo
surrounding rivers and streams is laced with estnog

“It's the first thing that I've seen as a scientlsat really
scared me,” Woodling told tHeenver Post “It's one
thing to kill a river. It's another thing to kiHature. If
you're messing with the hormonal balance in youradig
community, you're going deep down.”

Others have blamed “estrogen mimickers,” chemicals
some soaps and detergents that can fool the baaly in
reacting as if they were estrogen. While Woodhng
Norris concede that these mimickers may be partly
responsible for the freak fish, they are adamaattttie
primary cause is the profuse use of hormonal birth
control. Other studies, conducted in places aaviay as
Switzerland, have confirmed that the problem is
widespread, and may be growing worse.
